There is no admission
charge to attend the Technology Exposition, but those attending must register on the AF A
website. The AF A will furnish complimentary bus transportation to and from the conference and
exposition within the National Capital Region (NCR).

Commanders and supervisors may want to take advantage of this opportunity for Air
Force personnel. Officially-funded attendance at the AF A Air and Space Conference may be
approved based on mission requirements and applicable regulations. Under current Air Force
guidance (AFI 65-601, Volume 1, paragraph 4.42) Air Force personnel may attend conferences
at government expense only if doing so is directly related to the attendee's official duties or is
part of an authorized training program. Air Force-funded travel would be appropriate for those
who will perform official duties in conjunction with an AF A conference event (for example
making a presentation, receiving an award, supporting an official Air Force display). For those
without official roles or duties but who are interested in officially-funded travel, travel approval
authorities should determine whether attendance is unit mission-related in that it will directly
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benefit the prospective attendee's performance of official duties and thereby directly advance the
organization's mission and goals. Attendance at the AF A Air and Space Conference does not
currently result in the receipt of credit for any Air Force formal training or professional military
education programs.

For those who do not qualify for officially-funded attendance, commanders and
supervisors may consider approving attendance in a permissive TDY (PTDY) status in
accordance with AFI 36-3003, Table 7, Rule 24 (based on a commander determination that these
conferences have a legitimate professional connection). Conference fees are a personal expense
for those attending in a PTDY status as well as those who attend in their personal capacity.
