o Enlist...doesn’t require a degree but can earn one while serving
o Officer...requires a bachelors degree
o Civilian personnel...you aren’t in the military but you serve with those in the military
supporting the mission...some jobs require degrees and some don’t
e How do you get into the Air Force?
o Enlist, ROTC, USAFA, OTS. Role of recruiters
e Lots of careerfields. Ask students to name ajob and tell them if there is a comparable job in the Air
Force. (See the Aim High app Careers tab))
e Whatjob did you do in the Air Force?
e Whatis required to be in the Air Force and specifically your career field?
o 17-42yearsold
o High school or GED (college degree for officers)
o Pass Armed Services Aptitude Battery (ASVAB) and a physical
o No serious law violations or drug use or serious health problems
o Different career fields may have specific requirements
e Whatis the coolest thing you’ve done in the Air Force?
